AAA Academy  Update 

While we are currently preparing for our 2010 high school 

summer school program we have also taken time to reflect on 

our accomplishments this past school year.  AAAõs ultimate 

goal is to provide accessible programs district wide. In keeping 

with our mission to serve all students in academics, arts, and 

athletics our after school program, THINK Together , funded 

through the After School Education and Safety (ASES) grant, provides on aver-

age 650 K-8 students a day with a quality after school program at no cost to the 

parent.  All after school students receive homework help, a 20 minute physical 

activity, and enrichment programs in reading, math, art, nutrition, sports, and 

much more.   

 

The 2009 AAA Academy High School Summer  program served 1,337 students 

with their core subjects to help meet their graduation and UC requirements and 

free up their schedules for AP courses, sports, or extracurricular activities.  Last 

summer 183 full scholarships were awarded to high school students to attend 

summer school and we foresee that number increasing in 2010.   

 

The AAA Academy was pleased to offer six Minimum Day Programs  during the 

Teacher Conference Week in November at Arroyo Verde, Cram, Kimberly, Ma-

riposa, and Smiley Elementary Schools.  Over 100 students participated in fun 

activities such as soccer, kidõs boot camp, Zumba dance, and art classes. The 

increased enrollment in the high school summer school and minimum day pro-

grams has allowed AAA to provide scholarships to those students who otherwise 

would not have the same opportunities.  This year 38% of our students served 

were in free programs.
